• U.S./Guantánamo: Protesting the U.S. government's use of torture against detainees at 
Guantánamo Bay, and other U.S. human rights violations during the so-called "War on Terror"  

• Bhopal : Targeting TIAA-CREF to pressure Dow Chemical to address the health, environmental, 
and social concerns of the people of Bhopal, India, 22 years after the massive gas leak.
