VIET NAM: IMPRISONED ACTIVIST DENIED MEDICAL
CARE (UA 83.25)

The health of prominent human rights defender and prisoner of conscience Can Thj Théu
has worsened. On January 17, Can Thij Théu informed her family that she had been ill for
16 days with concerning symptoms associated with a stroke. Her request for medical
treatment has been denied. Without proper care and regular visits from her family, there are
grave concerns about her well-being. Can Thi Théu has been imprisoned in Prison No. 5 in
Thanh Hoa province for five years and allegedly subjected to torture and inhumane
conditions of detention. CAn Thi Théu is a prisoner of conscience, detained solely for
exercising her human rights.

Call on the Vietnamese State President Lwong Cwong to immediately and unconditionally
release Can Thi Théu.
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
